The discussion will be moderated by Carolina Marinelli, who will guide the dialogue between the various players involved whilst keeping the focus on the practical value of skills.
During the event, diplomas will be awarded to Sound Engineers (2025) and certificates to Wood Technologists (2026), underscoring the direct link between qualified training and job opportunities.
With this first-class event, Prostand Exhibition will strengthen its ties with the trade show, not only as a leading provider of temporary architecture, but also as a driver of growth for the entire sector through the Prostand Corporate Academy.
